This month is the American submarine force’s 105th birthday along with other significant April events contained in a separate article within the newsletter.  It appears we will be busy again with a boat work day on Saturday, April 16 at 9 AM followed with a general meeting at 4 PM at the Deli on Main Street, North Little Rock.  On Friday, April 29th from 6 until 8 PM, CAPT Joe Talbert, last CO of RAZORBACK, and the last COB are hosting a gathering for all base members to show appreciation for the work we’ve done.  On Saturday, April 23rd the National Officers of USSVI will visit the area to discuss the 2006 National Convention.  The Base Convention Planning Committee will host a one hour social at the Wyndham followed by dinner.  The Little Rock Visitors Bureau will pick up the dinner tab for the visitors.  Depending on our progress on the 16th we might consider working on the 30th or the 7th of May.

The work day on the 16th will focus on cleaning up, polishing up and attempting to put the crew’s mess and galley back together.  The bench tops are still out for reupholstering, but we can work around those.  I plan to bring a couple of tins of Nevr-Dull and some rags to polish up the wash-basins, toilets and other shiny objects throughout the boat.  It will take more than two tins I’m sure, so step in there if you want.  Jim Baker volunteered to take the table top stanchions to Mayflower and have them sandblasted.  He has been working on repriming and painting them for reinstallation.  Ray Wewers has been working diligently with some engineers from Entergy ANO on the heating and cooling problem, and also possibly having the deck retiled.  David Dinwiddie has also asked his employer (who owns a flooring business) about retiling the deck also.  We want to make sure the tile is acceptable to the NLR Historic Commission; it is available for the entire job and will be completed at no cost.  The last can’t be guaranteed, but we are trying.  

We all owe John Barr a special thank you for agreeing to relieve Carl Schmidt as the Base Membership Committee.  The turnover was effective on April 7 and I am sure John will do a great job.  I told you that you would get tired of my asking you to become involved, but that is what it takes to keep this organization going.  Step up to the plate and we’ll find a job for you if you want to help out.  

Carl Schmidt was in contact with BOWFIN Base members in Pearl Harbor on the subject of the battle flag of USS SNOOK.  It seems one of the members made a replica and has offered it to us for $ 500.00.  I told Carl this was a little steep and if they could make one, then we surely had talent within our group to do the same.  It is not copyrighted so there should be no problems there.  If we have any seamstresses in our group a volunteer is requested and I’ll make the sketch available.

A suggestion was made to seek ways to raise funds to help with the boat’s restoration.  Cecil Goins offered an idea of a commemorative coin and has taken the lead on research.  I offered one sketch and solicited via e-mail for anyone interested to submit their ideas.  Like seamstresses, I’m sure we have some artistic ability available.  This would be an excellent way to raise money for A. I. M. M. provided we can keep the cost down.  Speaking of A. I. M. M. the city is still planning to reopen the boat for tours next month and will likely ask for us to help get the museum ready.  I don’t have all the particulars on that effort except to say they need some labor in addition to the boat work.  Will keep you posted via e-mail and newsletter as information is available.

	USS SNOOK (SS 279 )  APRIL 08, 1945
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	THE ORDER came down in the spring of 1945: The USS Snook was to perform lifeguard duty near Hong Kong. Since its launch in 1942, the submarine had saved one downed American pilot. Obviously, that wasn't its specialty. But

ships follow orders. Even submarines. The mission started off badly. (Was it an omen?) Only two days after it

had departed Guam on March 25, 1945, the Snook had to return to the island for emergency repairs. A few days later, she went back to sea. For the last time.  The Snook cruised around the China coast, just off the island of Hainan, doing routine things like relaying weather reports, and just being there in case a pilot went down. But on April 1st, she was given a different mission. She was going on a combat patrol.  And she was good at that: combat. On her first eight patrols, she'd sunk 17 ships. And that's just the confirmed Japanese losses. Anybody who's ever been in combat will tell you that confirmed enemy casualties and actual enemy casualties can be very different things.

The last message the Snook sent to the friendlies on shore was received that day, April 1 st. But her sister-in-arms, the USS Tigrone, kept in contact with her until April 8, 1945.

Sixty years ago today.  On April 9 th, the Tigrone tried to raise the Snook, but couldn't. A month later, the Navy officially reported her-and her 82 crewmen-lost at sea.

IN THE Second World War, America lost 52 submarines. Each state has officially memorialized at least one. (California and New York are big enough to have two memorials each.) The memorial to the USS Snook is in Little Rock, Arkansas, at MacArthur Park. An American flag flies over the monument, which lists the names of all who were lost. It also sums up the Snook's wartime record. One part of the memorial struck our eye, and heart.  The Snook, it says, is On Eternal Patrol. It's a sad, yet somehow assuring, thought.

The names on the monument seem familiar, even if the seamen weren't necessarily Arkies.

J.A. Cross. (Don't we know some Crosses down in Nevada County?), J.C. Felabom. (Gosh, we had a company commander once by that name.) Phillips. Sloan. Parker.  McEntyer. Ellis. Hurley.  All 82 names are chiseled into the marble at the park. Some names are more familiar than others, but all have one thing in common: America and half the world stand strong and free today because of the sacrifices of such Americans.  The display at MacArthur Park points out what an important part the submarine played in World War II. Even those who have seen Das Boot might be surprised at how big a part. Subs made up only 2 percent of the American navy, but sank 30 percent of the Japanese navy by August 1945.

American subs also saved more than 500 downed airmen. They took out a Japanese battleship, 14 cruisers, 10 carriers-10 carriers!-44 destroyers, 26 enemy subs, 256 tankers, and almost 1,500 merchant ships. Not to mention what they did in the European theater. That, and submarines also laid mines, went on intelligence-gathering missions, and generally played Hell with Axis supply lines. Standing there in the park on a windy day, we wondered if the remains of the Snook would ever be located. Or if that's even Meant To Be. If they won't raise the Titanic out of respect for the dead, would they raise a World War II sub? Would the Navy and the families want to disturb the ship turned grave?    You also wonder what kind of person you'd have to be to even consider that kind of duty. The Hunt for Red October made us claustrophobic enough.  Imagine being on board a submarine for missions that could last months. Just visiting the USS Razorback made us surface types uneasy. Yep, it takes all kinds to defend a nation. (We don't understand those who jump out of airplanes, either.)  There is one thing, though, missing from the monument: What happened to the Snook?   Maybe the Snook was lost in action, either torpedoed by another sub, or hit by an enemy airplane while on the surface. She could have had an accident and wrecked on the bottom. She could have had a terrible mechanical problem. Nobody living knows.   They might have split up or they might have capsized.  It may have broke deep and took in water and all that remains are the faces and names of the wives and the sons and the daughters.  The words are Gordon Lightfoot's on the loss of the Edmund Fitzgerald.  They could be the eulogy for all those lost at sea. Today, April 8th, submarine vets all over Arkansas will fly their flags in honor of the Snook and her crew. The rest of us will pause and think on what we owe such men, and such a country that could produce them.

April Submarine Happenings.

April 2005 celebrates the 105th year of the American submarine force.  The past 105 years have witnessed the evolution of a force that mastered submersible warfare, introduced nuclear propulsion to create the true submarine, and for decades patrolled the deep ocean front line; the hottest part of an otherwise Cold War.  

Between 1939 and 1945, employing the extremely reliable boats of the Gato, Balao and Tench classes, the submarine force scored the most complete victory of any force in any theater of war.  Undersea warfare underwent a revolution after the close of World War II and the American submarine force led the way.  Building on the advanced submarine designs created by the Germans during World War II, the Navy anticipated submarines of the future going deeper, staying submerged for longer periods of time, and moving much faster.  Reports submitted in 1949 and 1950 suggested that advanced German U-boat technology exploited by the Soviets might represent the most potent postwar naval threat to the United States.  No warship of that era could effectively detect and track a submarine like the

 German Type 21 which could sustain a 17 knot submerged speed for at least thirty minutes.  

The Tang Class, the first truly new postwar construction, represented the initial step on a new road toward greater speed and endurance below the surface.  It also provided the basic hull form used for the first true submarine.  USS NAUTILUS (SSN 571) went to sea propelled by a pressurized water nuclear plant in 1955 and set a new standard for this type of vessel.  Seawolf and the Skate Class quickly followed NAUTILUS and together they demonstrated the new extent of submarine effectiveness, from the deep ocean, to the shallows, to the polar regions.   With the conventionally powered ALBACORE, the advent of nuclear power contained in NAUTILUS, and the quest for greater submerged speed, the David Taylor Research Center provided insights into the ideal hull form for high-speed submarines.  USS SKIPJACK (SSN 585) launched in May 1958 and commissioned in April 1959 was the initial effort in this regard marrying nuclear power with the teardrop hull and formed a new paradigm.  She was the first nuclear ship to pass through the Straits of Gibraltar and operate in the Mediterranean Sea.  SKIPJACK was struck from the Navy’s List in April 1990 having served honorably for 31 years.  Every submarine since 1958 has followed the same basic formula.  The Nautilus-Albacore combination also served to extend the reach of the submarine force by providing mobility, stealth, and speed in the Skipjack Class, and at the same time provided an excellent platform from which to launch ballistic missiles.  USS GEORGE WASHINGTON (SSBN 598) was originally the USS SCORPION, a Skipjack Class submarine.  USS THRESHER (SSN 593) was the first nuclear powered submarine lost by the American submarine force during deep dive sea trials off the coast of New England in April 1963.  Her crew was comprised of 16 officers, 96 enlisted men and 17 civilian technicians.  Since the 1970’s, the submarine force has provided the Navy with a stealthy way of applying tactical firepower against land and sea targets by use of the Tomahawk cruise missile.  The latest Los Angeles Class attack submarines and now the first four of the Ohio Trident Class ballistic missile submarines employ this capability.  Always on the cutting edge, the submarine force will help the Navy sustain the adaptability necessary to control tomorrow’s battlespace.

ANNIVERSARY OF THE LOSS OF THE USS THRESHER

Forty two years ago today, on April 10, 1963, while engaged in a deep test dive, the USS THRESHER (SSN 593) was lost at sea with 129 Officers and men on board.  Based on the findings of a Court of Inquiry and the Joint Congressional Committee on Atomic Energy hearings into the loss, it was concluded that a flooding casualty in the engine room, resulting from a piping failure in one of the sea water systems, was the most probable cause of the loss.
From this tragic event the Submarine Safety (SUBSAFE) Program was established to assure implementation of recommendations resulting from findings of the THRESHER Court of Inquiry and THRESHER Design Appraisal Board.  Today the technical and administrative requirements of the SUBSAFE program continue to evolve and the most current are contained in the Submarine Safety Requirements Manual, NAVSEA 0924-062-0010, Revision C.
Simply stated, the purpose of the SUBSAFE Program is to provide maximum reasonable assurance that seawater is kept out of the submarine and that the submarine and crew can recover if there is a seawater casualty.
Our challenge today, forty two years after the loss of USS THRESHER, is to maintain the standards established by the SUBSAFE program and to avoid complacency.  Our outstanding submarine safety record since THRESHER is a direct result of rigorous compliance with the technical and administrative requirements of the SUBSAFE Program.  This success has not gone unnoticed.  The Columbia Accident Investigation Board used the SUBSAFE Program as a model of an organization that successfully operates a high-risk program.  

Recently, the USS SAN FRANCISCO (SSN 711) hit an uncharted undersea mountain while traveling at high speed while submerged.  As a testament to the design, repair and material condition of the submarine, USS SAN FRANCISCO was able to surface and return to port in Guam under its own power.  We cannot afford to rest on past performance, or be blinded by the challenges of downsizing, technology changes, schedule demands and diminishing dollars, where the safety of our submarines and lives of their crews are at stake.
We must continue to maintain our vigilance, intensity and integrity in all matters involving the SUBSAFE program.  The supreme sacrifice of those lost with USS THRESHER can best be remembered by never letting it happen again.
Remember, SUBSAFE is a Requirement.....an attitude..... and a Responsibility.

USS THRESHER (SSN 593)....Let us pause today to remember.
