	USS AMBERJACK (SS 219)
February 16, 1943 - 74 Men Lost 


	Following her second patrol, AMBERJACK’s period of refit, rest and recuperation was cut to twelve days, due to the urgent necessity of submarines in the operating areas. She started out on 24 January, but was forced to return to port for the repair of minor leaks experienced during a deep dive. 

Again departing Brisbane on 26 January 1943, AMBERJACK, under LCDR J. A. Bole, Jr., started her third war patrol in the Solomons area. On 29 January she was directed to pass close to Tetipari Island and then proceed to the northwest and patrol the approaches to Shortland Basin. Orders were radioed on 1 February for her to move north and patrol the western approaches to Buka Passage. Having complied with these orders, AMBERJACK made her first miles southeast of Treasury Island on 1 February, and of sinking a two-masted schooner by gunfire twenty miles from Buka the afternoon of 3 February 1943. At this time she was ordered to move south along the Buka-Shortland traffic lane and patrol east of Vella Lavella Island. 
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Making a second radio transmission on 4 February, AMBERJACK reported having sunk a 5,000-ton freighter laden with explosives in a two-hour night surface attack that date in which five torpedoes were fired. During this engagement Chief Pharmacist’s Mate Arthur C. Beeman was killed by machine gun fire, and an officer was slightly wounded in the hand. On 8 February, AMBERJACK was ordered to move to the West Side of Ganongga Island and on the 10th, she was directed to keep south of Latitude 7-30 ‘S, and to cover the traffic routes from Rabaul and Buka to Shortland Basin. On 13 February AMBERJACK was assigned the entire Rabaul- Buka-Shortland Sea area, and told to hunt for traffic. 

The last radio transmission received from AMBERJACK was made on 14 February 1943. She related having been forced down the night before by two destroyers, and that she had recovered from the water and taken prisoner an enemy aviator on 13 February. She was ordered north of Latitude 6-30 ‘S, and told to keep hunting for Rabaul traffic. 

All further messages to AMBERJACK remained unanswered, and when, by March 10, she had failed to make her routine report estimating the time of her arrival at base, she was ordered to do so. No reply was received, and she was reported as presumed lost on 22 March 1943. 

Reports received from the enemy since the end of the war record an attack, which probably sank AMBERJACK. On 16 February 1943, the torpedo boat HIYODORI and sub chaser Number 18 attacked an U.S. submarine with nine depth charges in 5-05 ‘S, 152-37 ‘E. An escorting patrol plane had previously attacked the submarine. A large amount of heavy oil and “parts of the hull” came to the surface. This attack is believed to have sunk AMBERJACK. However, no final conclusions can be drawn, since GRAMPUS was lost in the same area at about the same time. From the evidence available, it is considered most likely that the attack of 16 February sank AMBERJACK, but if she did survive this attack, any one of the attacks and sightings thought to have been made on GRAMPUS might have been made on AMBERJACK.

*Ask the individual to smile.

*Ask him or her to raise both arms.

*Ask the person to speak a simple sentence.

If he or she has trouble with ANY of these three tasks, call 9-1-1 IMMEDIATELY and describe the symptoms to the dispatcher.

After discovering that a group of non-medical volunteers could readily

identify facial weakness, arm weakness and speech problems, researchers

urged the general public to learn the three questions. They presented their

conclusions at the American

Stroke Association's annual meeting last February.  Widespread use of this

stroke test could result in prompt diagnosis and treatment and prevent

permanent brain damage.

"The Pledge of Allegiance" - by Senator John McCain 

As you may know, I spent five and one half years as a prisoner of war during the Vietnam War. In the early years of our imprisonment, the NVA kept us in solitary confinement or two or three to a cell. In 1971 the NVA moved us from these conditions of isolation into large rooms with as many as 30 to 40 men to a room. 

This was, as you can imagine, a wonderful change and was a direct result of the efforts of millions of Americans on behalf of a few hundred POWs 10,000 miles from home. 

One of the men who moved into my room was a young man named Mike Christian. Mike came from a small town near Selma, Alabama. He didn't wear a pair of shoes until he was 13 years old. At 17, he enlisted in the US Navy. He later earned a commission by going to Officer Training School Then he became a Naval Flight Officer and was shot down and captured in 1967. Mike had a keen and deep appreciation of the opportunities this country and our military provide for people who want to work and want to succeed. 

As part of the change in treatment, the Vietnamese allowed some prisoners to receive packages from home. In some of these packages were handkerchiefs, scarves and other items of clothing. 
Mike got himself a bamboo needle. Over a period of a couple of months, he created an American flag and sewed on the inside of his shirt. 

Every afternoon, before we had a bowl of soup, we would hang Mike's shirt on the wall of the cell and say the Pledge of Allegiance. 

I know the Pledge of Allegiance may not seem the most important part of our day now, but I can assure you that in that stark cell it was indeed the most important and meaningful event. 

One day the Vietnamese searched our cell, as they did periodically, and 
discovered Mike's shirt with the flag sewn inside, and removed it. 

That evening they returned, opened the door of the cell, and for the benefit of all of us, beat Mike Christian severely for the next couple of hours. Then, they opened the door of the cell and threw him in. We cleaned him up as well as we could. 

The cell in which we lived had a concrete slab in the middle on which we slept. Four naked light bulbs hung in each corner of the room. 

As I said, we tried to clean up Mike as well as we could.  After the 
excitement died down, I looked in the corner of the room, and sitting there beneath that dim light bulb with a piece of red cloth, another shirt and his bamboo needle, was my friend, Mike Christian. He was sitting there with his eyes almost shut from the beating he had received, making another American flag. He was not 
making the flag because it made Mike Christian feel better. He was making that flag because he knew how important it was to us to be able to Pledge our allegiance to our flag and country. 

So the next time you say the Pledge of Allegiance, you must never forget the sacrifice and courage that thousands of Americans have made to build our nation and promote freedom around the world. 

You must remember our duty, our honor, and our country 

"I pledge allegiance to the flag of the United States of America and to the 
republic for which it stands, one nation under God, indivisible, with liberty and justice for all."

Submarine News

January 14, 2005: The USS Jimmy Carter (SSN 23),  a modified Seawolf-class submarine, is used for missions the navy does not like to talk about. The Carter displaces 12,151 tons submerged, is 100 feet longer than a baseline Seawolf (453 feet compared to 353 feet). She is also slightly slower than a baseline Seawolf (61.1 kilometers per hour compared to 64.8 for the baseline Seawolf), and carries the same armament (eight 30-inch torpedo tubes with fifty weapons).

The Jimmy Carter, though, was not designed  for combat patrols. She is officially a testbed, much like the Los Angeles-class submarine USS Memphis. However, her real role is to eventually replace the Sturgeon-class submarine USS Parche, which was taken out of service in October, 2004. The USS Parche also has a 100-foot long extension - although that was installed during a refit that lasted from 1987-1991. The Navy is very reluctant to give out details about the Jimmy Carter, and she is often placed in a covered drydock (to keep her away from prying eyes in space as well as on the ground). This is not surprising. The methods and sources of intelligence are protected very closely by the intelligence community, and the Jimmy Carter is going to be one of the prime sources of intelligence.

The Jimmy Carter is capable of carrying 50 special operations personnel, but her primary mission will be intelligence gathering. The Navy doesn't talk much about the intelligence-gathering missions it has carried out in the past, or currently. One of the missions Parche carried out was the maintenance of taps on undersea phone lines between the Russian naval bases of Petropavalosk and Vladivostok (the famous "Ivy Bells" mission). Other missions involved electronic intelligence. Submarines are ideal for this mission - they can often supplement coverage by aircraft and satellites. This supplementary coverage it vital. Aircraft can be detected and have limited range and satellites have predictable orbits. Dummy transmissions can be used to throw them off. Submarines, on the other hand, are unpredictable things - particularly nuclear-powered submarines. There is no way to know a submarine is there... unless it either chooses to reveal its presence (usually through the creation of a flaming datum) or something goes wrong (a collision - like which happened with the USS Tautog). Submarines often get data on new naval units - often shadowing them and collecting "hull shots" (pictures of the hull of a ship or submarine) and a very good idea of the ship's acoustic signature (for future identification).

In time of war, the Jimmy Carter will provide support for various missions, like raids by Seals and other special operations units. Often, these groups will split up for missions, which could run the gamut of raids or advising partisans, or a single large mission could be carried out. Often, their delivery will be by the Advanced SEAL Delivery System, supported in a Dry Dock Shelter. She will also have additional command and control facilities, and storage for additional munitions and fuel.

You will not hear much about what the Jimmy Carter does if the United States Navy has its way. The submarines are called the Silent Service. This is doubly true for those submarines like Jimmy Carter and Parche - which engage in intelligence gathering. Their successes remain secret - failures will probably make the press. 

December 3, 2004: France commissioned another SSBN (nuclear powered ballistic missile submarine), the Le Vigilant. This is the third of four Triomphant class SSBNs. The 453 foot long, 12,640 ton sub carries 16 M45 ICBMs (range; 6,000 kilometers). Maximum diving depth is 1,640 feet. Each sub has two crews of 111 sailors each. This enables the maximum number of subs to be kept at sea (two or three at all times). There are also four torpedo tubes, which can fire torpedoes and Exocet anti-ship missiles. France has five SSBNs in commission, but one of the older ones will be taken out of service when Le Vigilant begins going to sea next year. French SSBNs are a Cold War era weapon, built to give France a deterrent against Soviet Union missiles. It's not known where the French SSBNs are aiming their missiles these days. In two years, new M5 missiles will be installed, with a range of 10,000 kilometers.

November 23, 2004: The United States, in a rare move, is giving Australia access to American sonar and underwater warfare systems technology. Australia is spending $355 million to upgrade the sonar and fire control systems on its six Collins class subs, and this new deal with the U.S. means that those diesel electric subs will carry the most advanced electronics in the world. The Collins class boats, mainly because of the quality of their crews, have proved to be among the most capable diesel-electric subs in the world. This is known because Collins class boats often train with U.S. Navy ships and aircraft, and usually come out ahead. This has made the American admirals more concerned about the threat from diesel-electric subs. For the moment, however, none of America's potential naval foes have submarine crews as well trained as the Australians. The Collins class boats were built in Australia during the 1990s, and are based on a Swedish design (the Type 471.) At 3,000 tons displacement, the Collins are half the size of the American Los Angeles class nuclear attack subs. However, boats that size are nearly twice the size of subs Europeans are accustomed to designing and building for their own use. Australia needed larger boats because of the sheer size of the oceans that surround Australia. There were a lot of technical problems with the Collins class boats, which the media jumped all over. The design of these subs was novel and ambitious, using a lot of automation. This reduced the crew size to 45. Australia didn't formally "accept" all the Collins class boats until earlier this year, when everyone agreed that all the major technical problems were fixed, or at least identified. For the moment. Submarines tend to always be a work in progress. But the six Australian subs are a major factor when it comes to naval strength in the western Pacific.

November 5, 2004: When it comes to submarine design, history does repeat itself. The U.S. Navy plans to build its next class of ballistic missile submarines by simply taking the current (quite new) Virginia class attack (SSN)  submarines, and inserting a section behind the sail, in order to accommodate the missile silos. The same thing was done in the 1950s, when the then current Skipjack class nuclear attack subs were so modified to create the George Washington class SSBN. These were the world's first SSBNs, equipped with Polaris ICBMs.

Disabled Veterans Take to the Slopes at Winter Sports Clinic

WASHINGTON (January 25, 2005) - More than 350 disabled veterans will ski the Rocky Mountains at the 19th National Disabled Veterans Winter Sports Clinic in Snowmass Village at Aspen, Colo., April 3-8, 2005.

The clinic is an annual rehabilitation program open to all U.S. military veterans with spinal cord injuries or disease, visual impairments,

certain neurological conditions, orthopedic amputations or other disabilities, who receive care at any Department of Veterans Affairs (VA) health care facility.

A number of newly injured veterans from Operation Enduring Freedom and Operation Iraqi Freedom have signed up to join their fellow veterans at the clinic this year to challenge themselves at this special event.

During the six-day program, the veterans will learn adaptive Alpine and Nordic skiing and be introduced to a variety of other adaptive

activities and sports, such as rock climbing, scuba diving, snowmobiling and sled hockey.  The U.S. Secret Service will also teach a course on self-defense for people with disabilities.

Jointly sponsored by VA and the Disabled American Veterans (DAV), the clinic is hosted each year by the Grand Junction (Colo.) VA Medical

Center and VA's Rocky Mountain Network.

"VA continues to be a recognized leader in providing disabled veterans with comprehensive rehabilitation programs, allowing them to challenge themselves both physically and mentally," said Secretary of Veterans Affairs Anthony J. Principi. "These veterans demonstrate to all of us that it is ability, not disability, that counts.  Their strength of spirit and determination to overcome adversity encourage all Americans who face challenges in their lives."

Known for inspiring "Miracles on the Mountainside," the National Disabled Veterans Winter Sports Clinic shows that the lives of disabled

veterans can be changed forever when they discover the challenges they can overcome.

"The National Disabled Veterans Winter Sports Clinic is a fantastic example of partnership between DAV and VA, with both organizations

committed to serving the rehabilitative needs of our nation's disabled veterans," said DAV National Commander James E. Sursely.  "I have

been a participant in this event and eagerly anticipate returning to Snowmass to represent DAV as its national commander.  I know this year's Winter Sports Clinic will be a life-changing experience for everyone involved."

VA is a recognized leader in rehabilitation, with recreational therapy programs at each of its 158 hospitals.  DAV, which has co-sponsored the event since 1991, is a nonprofit, congressionally chartered veterans service organization, with a membership of more than one million wartime disabled veterans.
