Commanders Corner

We’ve entered the summer months in a continued busy manner with the Base picnic on May 21 followed by Memorial Day ceremonies in North Little Rock and Little Rock.  Thanks to all who participated in the Broadway Bridge Fleet Reserve Association wreath ceremony, the National Cemetery and USS SNOOK (SS 279) Memorial wreath postings.  

A hearty congratulations are in order for Ray Wewers being selected as USS RAZORBACK Base Sailor of the Year.  Also, Bonnie Zonner and Bill Garrison were selected for first and second runner-up respectively.  It is small recognition, but they all deserved these awards for their continued work on the boat and within the base.  

The tours of RAZORBACK continue on Thursdays through Sunday and appear to be doing well in terms of visitors.  Greg Zonner has been able to hire about a half dozen students to serve as tour guides and they are progressing quite well in terms of their knowledge.  Our members continue to augment the museum’s staff serving as tour guides and assisting in the training of the students.

Thanks to Greg Schwerman for procuring a couple of electrical cabinets for modification and use on the boat.  It is anticipated they will be modified for getting the DC power problem resolved.  

In conversation with Greg Zonner, the boat will likely move back upriver to the Submarine Base at the quarry until the Corps of Engineers complete the mooring points at her present location.  Greg estimated the time frame to be sometime in late summer, perhaps after the Labor Day weekend.  He anticipates the boat to be closed for tours at that point and remain closed until the Corps finishes their work.  I suggested we hold off on laying the tile until then so as not to be pushed to complete the job.  This down time should offer us an excellent opportunity to complete some other tasks below decks.  I would ask all members to start giving some thought to tasks we’ve been putting off or started without being able to complete.  We will call another Boat Restoration Committee meeting within the next month or so to discuss our ideas.

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USS BONEFISH (SS-23)


	In company with USS TUNNY (SS-282) and USS SKATE (SS-305), USS BONEFISH (SS-223), departed Guam on 28 May 1945 to conduct her eighth war patrol. This coordinated attack group under Cdr. G.W. Pierce in TUNNY, which was one of three groups then penetrating the Japan Sea, was ordered to transit Tsushima Strait on 5 June 1945, and to conduct offensive patrol in the Sea of Japan off the west central coast of Honshu. This area was further subdivided, with BONEFISH assigned to patrol the northern portion.

BONEFISH successfully transited Tsushima Strait, and made rendezvous with TUNNY on 16 June 1945, in position 36-40'N;135-24'E. BONEFISH reported she had sunk one large transport and one medium freighter to date. On the morning of 18 June, TUNNY and BONEFISH rendezvoused in the vicinity of 38-15'N;138-24'E. BONEFISH asked permission to conduct a submerged daylight patrol in Toyama Wan, in the mid part of western Honshu, and having received it, departed for Suzu Misaki. She was never seen or heard from again.

BONEFISH, in accordance with the operation order, was to rendezvous with the other eight submarines of the three groups, in 46-50'N;140E at sunset on 23 June 1945, in preparation for the transit on 24 June of La Perouse Strait. BONEFISH did not make this rendezvous, and after the other eight vessels had successfully transited La Perouse Striat, TUNNY on 25 and 26 June waited off the entrance to the Strait and unsuccessfully tried to contact BONEFISH.

Provisions were made in the operation order governing this patrol group for submarines in case of necessity to proceed to Russian waters to claim a 24-hour haven, or to submit to internment in extreme need, or for them to make their exit from the Japan Sea prior to or after 24 June. When all of these possibilities had been examined, and she had not been seen or heard from by 30 July 1945, BONEFISH was reported as presumed lost.

Japanese records of antisubmarine attacks mention an attack made on 18 June 1945, at 37-18'N;137-25'E in Toyama Wan. A great many depth charges were dropped, and wood chips and oil were observed. This undoubtedly was the attack which sank BONEFISH.

In total, this boat sank 31 enemy vessels, for a total tonnage of 158,500, and damaged 7, for 42,000 tons. She began her career as an active member of the Submarine Force with a patrol in the South China Sea in September and October 1943. She sank three freighters, two transports, a tanker and a schooner, and damaged a fourth freighter. On her second war patrol, conducted in the Celebes Sea and near Borneo, BONEFISH sank two freighters and an escort vessel, and damaged a minelayer. Again in the South China Sea on her third patrol, BONEFISH sank a very large tanker, a medium freighter and a schooner, and damaged a second large tanker. This boat went to the Celebes and Sulu Seas for her fourth patrol and sank two freighters, a transport and a tanker, while she damaged a sub chaser.

Postwar information also reveals that on 14 May 1944, while firing at the large tanker which she sank, BONEFISH hit and sank a Japanese destroyer.

This boat's fifth patrol was in the same area as her fourth, and she sank two small freighters, a large tanker and five miscellaneous small craft, while she damaged a second tanker. BONEFISH covered a South China Sea area in her sixth patrol, and sank two large tankers and a freighter during September and October 1944. She also damaged two medium freighters. Then, after a thorough overhaul and the installation of much new equipment in San Francicso, BONEFISH made her seventh patrol in the East China Sea. She had only one attack opportunity and did no damage. However, she took two Japanese prisoners from a downed enemy plane, and performed reconnaissance work on the southern end of Korea.

BONEFISH was awarded the Navy Unit Commendation for the period of her first and third through sixth patrols.

A Navy Chief Fires a Broadside

America's military can win wars.  We've done it in the past, and I have absolute confidence that we'll continue to do it in the future.  We've won fights in which we possessed overwhelming technological superiority (Desert Storm), as well as conflicts in which we were the technical underdogs (the American Revolution).  We've crossed swords with numerically superior foes, and with militaries a fraction of the size of our own.  We've battled on our own soil, and on the soil of foreign lands -- on the sea, under the sea, and in the skies.  We've even engaged in a bit of cyber-combat, way out there on the electronic frontier.  At one time or another, we've done battle under just about every circumstance imaginable, armed with everything from muskets to cruise missiles.  And, somehow, we've managed to do it all with the wrong

Army.

That's right, America has the wrong Army.  I don't know how it happened, but

it did.  We have the wrong Army.  It's too small; it's not deployed properly; it's inadequately trained, and it doesn't have the right sort of logistical support.  It's a shambles.  I have no idea how those guys even

manage to fight.

Now, before my brothers and sisters of the OD green persuasion get their fur up, I have another revelation for you.  We also have the wrong Navy.

And if you want to get down to brass tacks, we've got the wrong Air Force, the wrong Marine Corps, and the wrong Coast Guard.

Don't believe me?  Pick up a newspaper or turn on your television.  In the past week, I've watched or read at least a dozen commentaries on the  strength, size, and deployment of our military forces.  All of our uniform

services get called on the carpet for different reasons, but our critics

unanimously agree that we're doing pretty much everything wrong.

I think it's sort of a game.  The critics won't tell you what the game is

called, so I've taken the liberty of naming it myself.  I call it the 'No

Right Answer' game.  It's easy to play, and it must be a lot of fun because

politicos and journalists can't stop playing it.

I'll teach you the rules.  Here's Rule #1: No matter how the US military is organized, it's the wrong force.  Actually, that's the only rule in this

game.  We don't really need any other rules, because that one applies in all

possible situations.  Allow me to demonstrate...

If the Air Force's fighter jets are showing their age, critics will tell us that Air Force leaders are mismanaging their assets, and endangering the safety of their personnel.  If the Air Force attempts to procure new fighter jets, they are shopping for toys and that money could be spent better elsewhere.  Are you getting the hang of the game yet?  It's easy; keeping old planes is the wrong answer, but getting new planes is also the wrong answer.  There is no right answer, not ever.  Isn't that fun?

It works everywhere.  When the Army is small, it's TOO small.  Then we start to hear phrases like 'over-extended' or 'spread too thin,' and the integrity    of our national defense is called into question.  When the Army is large, it's TOO large, and it's an unnecessary drain on our economy.  Terms like 'dead weight,' and 'dead wood' get thrown around.

I know what you're thinking.  We could build a medium-sized Army, and

everyone would be happy.  Think again.  A medium-sized Army is too small to

deal with large scale conflicts, and too large to keep military spending

properly muzzled.  The naysayers will attack any middle of the road solution

anyway, on the grounds that it lacks a coherent strategy.  So small is

wrong, large is wrong, and medium-sized is also wrong.  Now you're starting to understand the game.  Is this fun, or what?

No branch of the military is exempt.  When the Navy builds aircraft carriers, we are told that we really need small, fast multipurpose ships.

When the Navy builds small, fast multi-mission ships (aka the Arleigh Burke

class), we're told that blue water ships are poorly suited for littoral combat, and we really need brown water combat ships.  The Navy's answer, the Littoral Combat, isn't even off the drawing boards yet, and the critics are already calling it pork barrel politics and questioning the need for such technology.  Now I've gone nose-to-nose with hostiles in the littoral waters of the Persian Gulf, and I can't recall that pork or politics ever entered into the conversation.  In fact, I'd have to say that the people trying to kill me and my shipmates were positively disinterested in the internal wranglings of our military procurement process.  But, had they been aware of our organizational folly, they could have hurled a few well-timed criticisms our way, to go along with the mines we were trying to dodge.

The fun never stops when we play the 'No Right Answer' game.  If we centralize our military infrastructure, the experts tell us that we are vulnerable to attack.  We're inviting another Pearl Harbor.  If we

decentralize our infrastructure, we're sloppy and overbuilt, and the BRAC experts break out the calculators and start dismantling what they call our 'excess physical capacity.' If we leave our infrastructure unchanged, we are accused of becoming stagnant in a dynamic world environment.

Even the lessons of history are not sacrosanct.  When we learn from the mistakes we made in past wars, we are accused of failing to adapt to emerging realities.  When we shift our eyes toward the future, the critics quickly tell us that we've forgotten our history and we are therefore doomed to repeat it.  If we somehow manage to assimilate both past lessons and emerging threats, we're informed that we lack focus.

Where does it come from: this default assumption that we are doing the wrong

thing, no matter what we happen to be doing?  How did our military wind up

in a zero-sum game?  We can prevail on the field of battle, but we can't win

a war of words where the overriding assumption is that we are always in the

wrong.

I can't think of a single point in History where our forces were of the correct size, the correct composition, correctly deployed, and appropriately

trained all at the same time.  Pick a war, any war.  (For that matter, pick

any period of peace.) Then dig up as many official and unofficial historical

documents, reports, reconstructions, and commentaries as you can.  For every unbiased account you uncover, you'll find three commentaries by revisionist historians who cannot wait to tell you how badly the U.S.  military bungled things.  To hear the naysayers tell it, we could take lessons in

organization and leadership from the Keystone Cops.

We really only have one defense against this sort of mudslinging. Success.

When we fight, we win, and that's got to count for something.  When asked to

comment on Operation Desert Storm, the U.S.  Army's Lieutenant General Tom

Kelly reportedly said, "Iraq went from the fourth-largest army in the world,

to the second-largest army in Iraq in 100 hours"  In my opinion, it's hard to argue with that kind of success, but critics weren't phased by it.

Because no matter how well we fought, we did it with the wrong Army.

I'd like to close with an invitation to those journalists, analysts,

experts, and politicians who sit up at night dreaming up new ways to

criticize our armed forces.  The next time you see a man or woman in uniform, stop for ten seconds and reflect upon how much you owe that person, and his or her fellow Sailors, Marines, Soldiers, and Airmen.  Then say, "Thank you." I'm betting you won't even have to explain the reason.  Our

Service members are not blind or stupid.  They know what they're risking.

They know what they're sacrificing.  They've weighed their wants, their

needs, and their personal safety against the needs of their nation, and made

the decision to serve. They know that they deserve our gratitude, even if they rarely receive it.

Two words -- that's all I ask.  "Thank you." If that's too hard, if you

can't bring yourself to acknowledge the dedication, sincerity and sacrifice

of your defenders, then I have a backup plan for you.  Put on a uniform and

show us how to do it right.

Israeli inventor develops revolutionary underwater breathing system 

An Israeli Inventor has developed a breathing apparatus that will allow breathing underwater without the assistance of oxygen tanks.

This new invention will use the relatively small amounts of air that already exist in water to supply oxygen to both scuba divers and submarines.

The invention has already captured the interest of most major diving manufacturers as well as the Israeli Navy. 

The idea of breathing underwater without cumbersome oxygen tanks has been the dream of science fiction writers for many years. In George Lucas' movie "The Phantom Menace", Obi-Wan whips out a little Jedi underwater breathing apparatus and dives in. As things tend to happen in our world, yesterday's science fiction has turned into today's science fact due to one Israeli inventor with a dream.

There are a number of limitations to the existing oxygen tank underwater breathing method. The first is the amount of time a diver can stay underwater, which is the result of the oxygen tank capacity. Another limitation is the dependence on oxygen refueling facilities near the diving site which are costly to operate and are used to compress the gas into the tanks which might be dangerous if not handled properly. The final problem has to do with the actual use of oxygen tanks underwater. When these tanks are in use they empty out and change the balance of the diver in the water.

Engineers have tried to overcome these limitations for many years now. Nuclear submarines and the international space station use systems that generate Oxygen from water by performing 'Electrolysis', which is chemical separation of Oxygen from Hydrogen. These systems require very large amounts of energy to operate. For this reason, smaller, diesel fueled submarines cannot use these systems and are required to resurface to re-supply their oxygen tanks every so often.

Divers can't even consider carrying such large machines not to mention supplying them with energy. To overcome this limitation an Israeli inventor, Alon Bodner, turned to fish.

Fish do not perform chemical separation of oxygen from water; instead they use the dissolved air that exists in the water in order to breathe. In the ocean the wind, waves and underwater currents help spread small amounts of air inside the water. Studies have shown that in a depth of 200m below the sea there is still about 1.5% of dissolved air.

This might not sound like much but it is enough to allow both small and large fish to breathe comfortably underwater. Bodner’s idea was to create an artificial system that will mimic the way fish use the air in the water thus allowing both smaller submarines and divers to get rid of the large, cumbersome oxygen tanks.

The system developed by Bodner uses a well known physical law called the "Henry Law" which describes gas absorption in liquids. This law states that the amount of gas that can be dissolved in a liquid body is proportional to the pressure on the liquid body. The law works in both directions – lowering the pressure will release more gas out of the liquid.

This is done by a centrifuge which rotates rapidly thus creating under pressure inside a small sealed chamber containing sea water. The system will be powered by rechargeable batteries. Calculations showed that a one kilo Lithium battery can provide a diver with about one hour of diving time.

Bodner has already built and tested a laboratory model and he is on the path to building a full-scale prototype. Patents for the invention have already been granted in Europe and a similar one is currently pending examination in the U.S. Meetings have already been held with most major diving manufacturers as well as with the Israeli Navy. Initial financial support for the project has been given by Israel Ministry of Industry and Commerce and Bodner is currently looking for private investors to help complete his project. 

If everything goes according to plan, in a few years the new tankless breathing system will be operational and will be attached to a diver in the form of a vest that will enable him to stay underwater for a period of many hours.

USS Razorback Update

We now have the Main IC Switchboard in the Control Room powered by shore power through the boat's shore power connection.
 

Greg Schwerman has provided us with two rectifier units that the Corps of Engineers were going to dispose of.  We have checked out one of the rectifier units and can provide 250 VDC power with max amperage of 160 amps.  The second unit will allow us to have a total of 320 amps.  This will require some additional work on the AC power provided to the boat by the city of NLR.  The rectifiers will be mounted in the superstructure above the After Engine Room and tied directly into the DC shore power connection in the engine room.  This will probably take another two weeks to complete.  We will then be able to power up the boat's supply and exhaust fans in the Forward Engine Room.  Determination of other DC loads that can be powered will be based on the ability of the existing AC shore power to handle the additional loads.

 

This morning, June 10, we picked up the tile, adhesive and leveling compound from the Elders Distribution Center in North Little.  The tile and adhesive have been donated by Arkansas Restoration Services in conjunction with Azrock Manufacturing.  We will be getting some info on how to apply the leveling compound and adhesive and then we can start installing the new tiles.
