The Solution

The only cavil that I can conceive being raised against thumb sucking is that it might look odd, but that objection holds no water. That is true of anything new. It looks strange or unusual at first, but then we get used to it and accept it. If we had never seen anyone smoking before and were suddenly dropped upon a land where the inhabitants went around with little rolls of white paper in their mouths which they removed every few seconds in order to emit clouds of smoke, wouldn't that look strange and unusual? Apparently man can get used to anything

That takes care, I trust, of the objection. Now for the advantages. I have used the terms "strange" and "unusual". Actually, there is nothing at all strange or unusual about a human being sucking his thumb. It is one of the most common activities in the world. It is one of the first things a baby does. We all, every one of us did it at one time. It is one of the oldest comforters, one of the oldest solaces, one of the oldest sources of oral satisfaction known to man.

Again, it is the last word in convenience. No running out of thumbs and having to dash down to the store to replenish your supply. No having to ask a friend if you can borrow one of his. It is, as Groucho Marx used to say, something you always have with you. Always handy, so to speak.

Then, too, thumbsucking is perfectly safe. It is safe in two important ways--safe for you and safe for the world around you. The main objection that most mothers have against their babies sucking their thumbs is, I believe, that it will, because of the babies' pliant palates, change the contours of their mouths. Whether there is anything to this or not, the point doesn’t arise with adults. The palate of the adult is hard; thumb sucking can in no way injure it or him. Nor does the thumb-sucker harm the world about him. How many fires have been started by carelessly tossed cigarettes? How many by carelessly tossed thumbs? There you are.
