Jerry Venable, former member of the Melody Boys Quartet in the 1950’s, died at his home near Sheridan, AR September 20, 2002. Born September 20, 1925, Venable began his career in Southern Gospel Music in 1952 with The Melody Boys Quartet. He later formed The Venable Quartet with T. O. Miller, Fred Smith and Gerald Williams. He also sang with The Plainsmen Quartet. During the 1970’s and 1980’s he owned and managed radio stations in Kansas.
