Submarines Lost During the Month of September
USS S-5 (SS-110) 1-Sep-1920.  No loss of life.  All the crew escaped through a hole cut in hull in the tiller room.

USS S-51 (SS-162) 25-Sep-1925.  32 men lost.
USS Pompano (SS-181) 1-Sep-1943.  All hands lost (76)
USS Grayling (SS-209) 9-Sep-1943.  All hands lost (75)
USS Cisco (SS-290) 28-Sep-1943.  All hands lost (76)
USS Grayling

September 9, 1943 - 75 Men Lost
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USS Grayling (Lt. Cmdr. R. M. Brinker) departed Fremantle on 30 July 1943, for her eighth patrol, going through Makassar Strait and thence to the Philippine area. On 19 August, she reported having damaged a 6,000-ton freighter near Balikpapan, and the following day told of having sunk a 250-ton Taki Maru-type pocket tanker by gunfire in Sibutu Passage, taking one man prisoner. This was the last report received direct from GRAYLING. On 23 August, she completed a special mission at Pandan Bay, Panay, delivering cargo to guerrillas. Guerrillas reported this mission. Then she departed for Tablas Strait, there to reconnoiter until 2 September, when she would patrol approaches to Manila until 10 September. She was to return to Pearl Harbor for refit, passing from SubSoWesPac to Subpac on 13 September.
She was not heard from after 19 August 1943, and on 30 September 1943, GRAYLING was reported as presumed lost.
Following war’s end, the Japanese have submitted the following reports, which bear on GRAYLING. On 27 August 1943 a torpedo attack was seen by the enemy, and the next day a surfaced submarine was seen northeast. Both of the positions were in the Tablas Strait area. On 9 September a surfaced U. S. submarine was seen inside Lingayen Gulf; this ties with GRAYLING’s orders to patrol the approaches to Manila. It is said that the freighter-transport HOKUAN MARU was engaged in a submarine action on the 9th in the Philippine area, but no additional date were available, and no known enemy attacks could have sunk GRAYLING. Her loss may have been operational or by an unrecorded enemy attack. At any rate, it is certain that GRAYLING was lost between 9 and 12 September 1943 either in Lingayen Gulf or along the approaches to Manila. ComTaskFor 71 requested a transmission from GRAYLING on the latter date, but did not receive one.
GRAYLING’s first patrol, made in January and February 1942, was a reconnaissance of the northern Gilbert Islands. She went to the Japanese homeland for her second patrol, and sank a freighter and damaged a sampan. Truk was the scene of GRAYLING’s third patrol; she sank a large freighter. On her fourth patrol, this boat again went to Truk, and sank a medium tanker, while she damaged an aircraft transport. In January and February 1943, she patrolled the approaches to Manila on her fifth patrol. Here she sank two freighters and a medium freighter-transport and two schooners. Damage was done to a large tanker and two freighters. She went to the area west of Borneo for her seventh patrol, and sank a medium freighter and two sampans. Damage was done to a large tanker. Thus GRAYLING’s total record is 16 ships sunk, totaling 61,400 tons, and six ships damaged, for a total of 36,000 tons.

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Vessel found likely sunken WWII Sub

ANCHORAGE, Alaska - The mangled remains of a vessel found in the Bering Sea are likely those of a World War II submarine that disappeared with a crew of 70 off the Aleutian Island of Kiska.

The discovery of the USS Grunion on Wednesday night culminates a five-year search led by the sons of its commander, Mannert Abele, and may finally shine a light on the mysterious last moments of the doomed vessel.  "Obviously, this is a very big thing," the oldest son, Bruce Abele, said Thursday from his home in Newton, Mass. "I told my wife about it when she was still in bed and she practically went up to the ceiling."

A remotely operated vehicle snapped pictures and captured three hours of video footage of the Grunion on a rocky underwater slope north of the volcanic island, according to another brother, John Abele, who was in Kiska Harbor with the search team on Thursday.  The submarine lies 1,000 feet below the surface and had been crushed by water pressure, said Abele. He is director and co-founder of the medical equipment company Boston Scientific Corp. and the youngest of the three brothers.  The most surprising thing was the damage," he said. "It was much more than we or anyone else imagined. Initially it was very hard to recognize as a ship."  The hull had imploded so severely that the interior, including bunks and a dive wheel, were clearly visible, Abele said. No human remains were found.
The search team hired by the Abeles, Deep Sea Systems International, said no identifying markings or lettering could be seen, however, the location and appearance of the vessel indicate it is the missing sub.  "There's a 95 percent chance that this is the Grunion and a less than five percent chance that it's not," said Christopher J. Nicholson, general manager of the Cataumet, Mass.-based company. "The fact that they actually found this in an expanse of ocean is really pretty spectacular."
The Grunion had a propeller guard, which was rare in subs of the day, Abele said. The vessel discovered yesterday also had the fence, which prevented docking lines from getting caught in the propeller.  The Grunion patrolled Alaska's Aleutian Islands during the early months of World War II. Her last official radio message to the submarine base at Dutch Harbor came on July 30, 1942 and described heavy enemy activity at Kiska Harbor.
Earlier that month, the Grunion had sunk two Japanese submarine chasers and heavily damaged a third near Kiska, one of two islands in the far west Aleutians captured by the Japanese. Until a few years ago, the clues to the Grunion's disappearance were too fragmented to justify a search.
After receiving more information from a model ship builder in Japan, the Abeles launched an initial expedition to Kiska in August 2006. Sonar images of a sub-shaped silhouette prompted a second journey this month.  As news of the search spread, several relatives of the Grunion's crew banded together to locate others with ties to the lost men. To date, the relatives of 69 men are following the progress of the search, said Mary Bentz of Bethesda, Md., whose uncle died on the Grunion.
Bentz said the news is a relief after decades of not knowing what happened. Her father's youngest brother, Carmine Anthony Parziale, of Weedville, Penn., was in his early 20s when he served as a torpedoman third class on Grunion.
"I know when my dad would talk about him, his eyes would well up with tears," said Bentz. "I was relieved to know that this is finally over, that now we can say, two and three generations later, that we know what happened."  A forensic engineer and other experts will use the footage to piece together the Grunion's final hours and figure out why it sank.  The search crew of 17 plans to spend several more days looking for sunken Japanese ships in the area.

"Actually seeing the burial site was touching and in a way rewarding," John Abele said. "It provides a closing and hopefully an answer to the unknown."  Search for the USS Grunion: http://www.ussgrunion.com

Engineers at Northrop Grumman try to build a better submarine:  With the NNemo, engineers are looking for a submarine that can handle more payloads and is faster and easier to maneuver.
In bits and pieces, ship designers and engineers at Northrop Grumman Newport News are trying to build a better submarine.  They're aiming for technology breakthroughs, such as figuring out novel ways to launch weapons and retrieve unmanned submersibles. They also are working on a new hull design - a wide oval shape, rather than the cylindrical tubes of today.

Their efforts could help save taxpayers a bundle of money - and protect their own jobs.  The work, paid for in part by the company's research-and-development dollars, is being done in the absence of a formal Navy program for a new submarine design - and uncertainty over when money will be made available to begin it.

Major design work for the Virginia-class fast-attack subs, being assembled by Northrop Grumman and partner General Dynamics Electric Boat, is done. It could be seven more years before the next submarine design begins – to replace the Ohio-class ballistic-missile subs.

Both Navy and industry officials worry that too long a gap could result in the loss of critical shipyard skills and drive up the cost of building the next class of submarines by more than $1 billion. A $975,000 study recently done for the Navy by the Rand Corp., an independent think tank, underscored those potential problems. "The Rand study confirms what we thought, which is this is a fragile design base that needs to be sustained," said Rear Adm. William Hilarides, the Navy's program executive officer for submarines.

The submarine development work the Peninsula shipbuilder is piecing together is viewed as one key way to weather the gap. "Working with the technologies that may apply to submarines is one way we can keep our engineers and designers sharp and current and ready to step up to the plate when the next design comes along," said Charlie Butler, the shipbuilder's director of submarine engineering. Company officials would not disclose how much money Northrop Grumman is spending on the design R&D.

One of the major internally funded projects, now beginning to attract Navy interest, is known by the acronym NNemo, for Newport News Experimental Model. Launched in 2003, the NNemo project involves research on a new hull shape that is shorter and wider than the existing tube-shaped submarines.
Currently, company engineers and designers are working on their second prototyp e, built to about 1/20th scale. With the NNemo, engineers are looking for a submarine that can handle more payloads, accommodate more intelligence-gathering sensors, and is faster and easier to maneuver, said Pete Diakun, the shipbuilder's director of technology development. "We started from the standpoint of looking at the art of possibilities, not to be in the paradigm of a standard cylindrical submarine," Diakun said.  Making the boat wider, for instance, added room to install twin drive shafts, which allows for quicker turns and significantly improved maneuverability and the ability to operate in shallower water, said Walt Floyd, the company's manager of submarine technology.

The model's broader tail provided space for a sensor array to be installed, giving a sub crew a 360-degree view around the boat, an advantage over a conventionally shaped sub, he said. The remote-controlled prototypes have been tested in a wind tunnel at NASA Langley Research Center to measure fluid flow and force and torque on the hull and have undergone water trials in the crystal clear waters of a rock quarry.

Later this year, a representative hull-section model - 16 feet long, 10 feet wide and 30,000 pounds - will be put in a Navy pressure tank to test how deep such a submarine could dive before it collapses. That is an indication of the Navy's increasing interest in NNemo, Diakun said. "That's really a step forward for us," he said. To date, the Navy has not provided direct funding for NNemo. However, the service has awarded money for other submarine research the company is now doing.

For instance, the Navy and the Defense Advanced Research Projects Agency earlier this year awarded the shipbuilder $12.7 million to work on an external weapons launcher. That work is part of a larger project meant to find ways to overcome technical barriers in submarine construction, called Tango Bravo in Navyspeak.

Figuring out a way to mount a submarine's torpedo launchers outside the pressure hull - the challenge for Northrop Grumman's team - would free up interior space for other uses and eliminate the big expense of extending torpedo tubes through a sub's hull, Butler said.

The Navy's Hilarides said such work, including ongoing efforts by the Newport News and Electric Boat yards to make design changes to drive down costs on the Virginia-class subs, helps buffer the industry before work ramps up on a new Ohio-class design.

Concern over the next submarine design is heightened partly because this is the first time a new design has not been under way, or about to begin, since the Pentagon launched its nuclear-powered sub program about five decades ago.

But ultimately, Hilarides said, military needs come first in the decision on when to begin the Ohio-class design work. "Industrial policy should not drive war-fighting requirements," Hilarides said. "We'll see how that plays in the Pentagon as they debate the war-fighting requirements first, before we get the industrial policy out in front of it."

Turkish Submarine Accidents

Background
The genesis for this article was overhearing a tour guide tell a group of visitors that a Turkish submarine had submerged with her hatches open, sinking the submarine.  I’m not sure where the story came from, but here’s both a history of the Turkish submarine service and an examination of the only two Turkish submarine accidents.

History

Turkey has a long naval and maritime heritage, stretching back nearly 1,000 years and the Turkish Navy has operated submarines for nearly 70 years,  

In fact, the Ottoman Empire purchased two early “Nordenfelt” submersibles in 1886. While neither performed up to the promises of the builder (promises that were probably beyond the capability of the technology of the day), they were able to fire torpedoes at target ships before being discarded as unsuitable.

The Ottoman Navy ordered its first submarines from France in 1914, but they were not delivered before World War I started and were pressed into French service.  The only submarine to serve in the Ottoman Navy was TCG Mustecip Onbasi, a French submarine, captured in 1917 after running aground in the Dardanelles Straits.

Shortly after the founding of the modern Turkish Republic, the Turkish Navy sent officers across Europe to examine the state of art in submarine development.  Submarines were ordered from a Dutch company and were commissioned on 09 June 1928.  Additional submarines were order from the Dutch, Germans, and British during the 1930s.

At the start of World War II, a submarine that had been built for Turkey in Germany was seized by the German government and pressed into German service.  Likewise, two submarines being built in Great Britain actually served as British submarines and one was sunk.

In 1948, as part of the Cold War, the United States became the sole supplier of submarines to the Turkish Navy, a position America would hold for 22 years.  Four submarines, all World War II veterans, were transferred on 23 May 1948.  In all, 23 American submarines saw service under the Turkish flag.  The last former American submarine, TCG Pirireis (ex USS Tang (SS-563)) was decommissioned in 2004.

In the 1970s, Turkey began purchasing submarines from Germany, starting with the Type 209.  In 1976, the keel for the first Turkish built submarine was laid in Golcuk, a German-designed Type 209.  The most recent submarine, TCG Burakreis was commissioned on 15 February, 2006.

Accidents
Over the last 90 years, the Turkish Navy has operated 48 submarines with only one wartime loss and two peacetime accidents.  The wartime loss occurred when TCG Atilay struck a mine and sank during World War II.

Ironically, the only two peacetime accidents in the Turkish submarine fleet involved two different submarines with the same name.

On 04 April 1953, while on the surface, TCG Dumlupinar (ex USS Blower (SS-325)) was rammed on her starboard bow by the Swedish freighter M/V Naboland in the Dardanelles Straits and sank.  22 men survived the initial accident, but were unable to be rescued due to the heavy seas and swift currents.  Only four of the five men on the bridge survived.  The master of the Swedish ship was seized by Turkish authorities.  04 April is celebrated as Naval Martyrs day each year in Turkey.

In September, 1976 the new TCG Dumlupinar (S-339) (ex USS Caiman (SS-323) was struck on the starboard side, just abaft the sail by the Russian freighter Szik Vovilov.  The collision also occurred in the Dardanelles Straits while the submarine was surfaced and the location of the collision was less than 30 miles from where the first accident occurred.  Fortunately, the crew was able to run the submarine aground before she sank and remarkably, no one was injured.  Despite the damage, the submarine was repaired and served for another 11 years. Shipmates, any members have asked about LIFE dues for the Razorback Base.  That is logical given that USSVI offers LIFE dues. Two options, A & B, are offered below, both as a percentage of the USSVI dues.  (The only difference is in the 56 - 65 bracket.) I sent this proposal out to those of you with e-mail addresses.

I received comments from 12 members.  I will try to characterize the comments.  All were in favor of life dues, but many thought the proposed amounts were low.  Option “B” was generally favored, but there is concern about not having enough revenue for the Base in future years.  To put it not too delicately, I am 64 and most of you are older than me. Life expectancy for males is around 77. The general concern is – would there be sufficient revenue to meet our needs for an aging membership?  Our Base dues for 2008 should total around only $1,290.

I have shown an approximate age distribution of the current membership. (I do not have the age of all members.) Please note that the distribution includes Holland Club members that do not pay Base dues, and so the distribution is skewed a bit to the “older” members.  I offer the following perspectives.  First, my chief concern is with increasing our membership - secondarily is revenue for the Base.  We pay separately for various Base activities.  Our regular expense is the Hawgfish Scuttlebutt, and for those of you with e-mail, we incur no cost beyond production.  We also have occasional memorials expenses.  I have been sending membership certificates this past year.  There are some other things possibly we should be providing.  Some bases provide a base patch when you join and a window sticker for you vehicle.  $10 a year really does not cover costs such as these.

One comment suggested we raise Base dues to $15 per year.  I do not believe that is unreasonable, although I wonder given the problem I have even getting $10 out of you.  I think we need to consider other means of raising revenue, and not depend solely on Base dues.  Two possibilities would be something like an annual golf tournament, or even holding a barbeque for the public aboard the Razorback on Veteran’s Day.

Please provide any comments or thoughts you may have to our Executive Committee.  They will consider all input and send out a ballot, if appropriate.
