 EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR MEMORANDUM 25-05 

Subj:  USS  ALABAMA & USS KIDD Museums


Hurricane Katrina was not a welcome guest for our folks in the Gulf region.  During the early morning hours of August 29, 2005 she came ashore. I had the good fortune to be able to leave telephone messages at both locations, and hoped to hear good news from both Maury Drummond at KIDD and from Bill Tunnell at ALABAMA. Maury got back to me rather quickly telling me that they had come through the storm in very good shape and even had power on the ship from a generator and anticipated being up and running within a week.  

The news from Bill regarding ALABAMA was not so good. The ALABAMA suffered immense damage from the hurricane. A storm surge of at least ten feet coupled with triple digit winds dealt the Park a crippling blow. The surge was the largest ever recorded in Mobile Bay.Initial damage assessments show that ALABAMA had shifted position and was/is listing eight degrees to port. The aft concrete gangway leading up to the ship has been critically damaged. 

The Aircraft Pavilion suffered significant damage and is most likely a total loss. Many  aircraft and displays inside the Pavilion have been severely damaged. The submarine USS DRUM, because of her positioning apparently suffered little, if any, damage. Although the pavilion and the Gift Shop were completely boarded for protection, the winds with a 108 mile-per-hour blast recorded at the Park, while the Wind Gauge was still operational, ripped the boards from both buildings. Breaches to the Pavilion are numerous. The Gift Shop glass walls were broken and as a result there was two feet of  water in the building, which houses the Ticket Office, Gift Shop, Inventory Stock Room and the Snack Bar.  

During the immediate aftermath, there was at least five feet of water in the Park as well as Battleship Parkway. Water was lapping at the bottom of the I-10  bridges and downtown Mobile had severe flooding.  They do have power from a generator and telephone communication. The water has receded and the big problem right now is getting the ship righted.

The entire Battleship family, which includes Park employees, Battleship Commission members, and especially her World War II crewmen, are optimistic about the Park’s recovery. Park officials have pledged a full restoration to make the Park bigger and better in light of this natural disaster. 

From the Mobile Register : 

A Battleship Memorial Park official said damage inflicted by Hurricane Katrina on the park is worse than first believed and will likely reach $3 million.  “We’re hoping to reopen the park by Veteran’s Day”,  said  Bill Tunnell.

One factor involved in the increased cost of Katrina’s harm,” Tunnell said, “is that damage to about a dozen vintage military aircraft inside the pavilion is worse than originally believed.” He estimated that it would cost between $250,000 and $500,000 to restore them.A major factor in reopening the park will be the length of time needed to straighten up the World War II battleship USS Alabama, which was left listing about 8 degrees toward the shore by the storm surge, Tunnell said. 

Bill goes on to say that the two warships apparently sustained no structural damage from Katrina.  He said, however, that the lights on a permanent cofferdam built around the battleship as part of the project were blown away by the hurricane. Further, he said, there was some damage to the cathodic protection system that inhibits corrosion to the underwater metal parts of the battleship and the cofferdam.  About 20 people, including park employees and their families, rode out Katrina inside the battleship, as has been a tradition going back some 40 years.  Tunnell said those people who ride storms in the battleship volunteer to do so. He has said. It’s the safest place in the area to be during a hurricane.  Tunnell said there was little, if any, damage to the Vietnam War Veterans Memorial and the Korean War Veterans Memorial at the park, which was flooded by the storm surge.  Our hearts and prayers are with those that have suffered as a result of this catastrophic hurricane.

USS GRAYLING (SS 209)
September 9, 1943 - 75 Men Lost 

Grayling (Lt. Cmdr. R. M. Brinker) departed Fremantle on 30 July 1943, for her eighth patrol, going through Makassar Strait and thence to the Philippine area. On 19 August, she reported having damaged a 6,000-ton freighter near Balikpapan, and the following day told of having sunk a 250-ton Taki Maru-type pocket tanker by gunfire in Sibutu Passage, taking one man prisoner. This was the last report received direct from GRAYLING. On 23 August, she completed a special mission at Pandan Bay, Panay, delivering cargo to guerrillas. Guerrillas reported this mission. Then she departed for Tablas Strait, there to reconnoiter until 2 September, when she would patrol approaches to Manila until 10 September. She was to return to Pearl Harbor for refit, passing from SubSoWesPac to Subpac on 13 September. She was not heard from after 19 August 1943, and on 30 September 1943, GRAYLING was reported as presumed lost. 

Following war’s end, the Japanese have submitted the following reports, which bear on GRAYLING. On 27 August 1943 a torpedo attack was seen by the enemy, and the next day a surfaced submarine was seen northeast. Both of the positions were in the Tablas Strait area. On 9 September a surfaced U. S. submarine was seen inside Lingayen Gulf; this ties with GRAYLING’s orders to patrol the approaches to Manila. It is said that the freighter-transport HOKUAN MARU was engaged in a submarine action on the 9th in the Philippine area, but no additional date were available, and no known enemy attacks could have sunk GRAYLING. Her loss may have been operational or by an unrecorded enemy attack. At any rate, it is certain that GRAYLING was lost between 9 and 12 September 1943 either in Lingayen Gulf or along the approaches to Manila. ComTaskFor 71 requested a transmission from GRAYLING on the latter date, but did not receive one. 

GRAYLING’s first patrol, made in January and February 1942, was a reconnaissance of the northern Gilbert Islands. She went to the Japanese homeland for her second patrol, and sank a freighter and damaged a sampan. Truk was the scene of GRAYLING’s third patrol; she sank a large freighter. On her fourth patrol, this boat again went to Truk, and sank a medium tanker, while she damaged an aircraft transport. In January and February 1943, she patrolled the approaches to Manila on her fifth patrol. Here she sank two freighters and a medium freighter-transport and two schooners. Damage was done to a large tanker and two freighters. She went to the area west of Borneo for her seventh patrol, and sank a medium freighter and two sampans. Damage was done to a large tanker. Thus GRAYLING’s total record is 16 ships sunk, totaling 61,400 tons, and six ships damaged, for a total of 36,000 tons.

Sources: Sub Not At Fault In Collision 
But Philadelphia's captain, crew may still be disciplined

A Turkish freighter was apparently at fault in a collision with a Groton-based submarine in the central Persian Gulf on Monday, though the Navy crew could still face disciplinary action, sources have told The Day.

The USS Philadelphia, SSN 690, is safely at a berth in Bahrain, where repair crews have started determining the extent of the damage from its collision with a Turkish freighter this week, a Navy spokesman said Tuesday.

Sources said the freighter was coming up behind the submarine about 30 miles off the Bahrain coast and apparently ran right up over the back of the ship, scraping along the starboard side of the hull, the fairwater plane, the rudder and the housing for the towed sonar array.

The sources said under international maritime "rules of the road," any vessel overtaking another must automatically yield the right of way, so if the M/V Yaso Aysen is found to have been overtaking the submarine, then legally the Philadelphia would be in the clear, which could mean the Navy is not responsible for legal damages to the freighter.

But a Navy investigation could still conclude the Philadelphia captain and navigation team should never have let the freighter get close enough to hit it, and the captain and some members of the crew could still face some kind of punishment, the sources said.

The outcome might also depend on whether the Philadelphia was displaying the proper navigational aids to warn nearby ships that most of its bulk was underwater, and whether the Turkish ship ignored radio warnings. Two retired submarine skippers said freighters are often in a hurry and would occasionally run too close to their ships, which can be dangerous in navigation channels that leave little room for maneuvering.

Cmdr. Jeffrey Breslau, a spokesman for Fifth Fleet in Bahrain, said it is too soon to assign any blame for the collision between the 360-foot submarine and the 625-foot Turkish-flagged Aysen, which happened about 2 a.m. Monday. No one was injured on either ship, officials said.

The Aysen was said to have scrapes over about 100 feet of its hull on the port side, running from front to rear, though the ship got underway after the accident and reportedly made its way to a shipyard in Bahrain for repairs.

Breslau said he could not comment on the nature of the damage, but characterized it as relatively minor, and noted that the ship made its way to Bahrain on its own power.

"Damage assessment on the Philadelphia has started, but we won't have a better description of the damage for a while," Breslau said. He said until the assessment is finished, the Navy can't say whether repairs will be done in the Gulf, or whether they will be delayed until Philadelphia returns home.

Breslau also said there has been no blame assigned in the accident as yet. 
"The investigation will determine the cause, and until then we won't be speculating as to what might have happened," Breslau said.

Philadelphia was on its way to Bahrain for a scheduled port visit when it collided with the freighter. Because of security considerations, the Navy does not comment on the movement of warships, so Breslau said he cannot comment on when the Philadelphia might leave, and he said it is too early to say whether the accident might affect the rest of the submarine's deployment.

Philadelphia left Groton last spring for a six-month mission in the Mediterranean and the Persian Gulf, and was in the final weeks of the deployment at the time of the accident.
